______THOMAS A. EDISON INVENTION DEMONSTRATION 
Students will learn about the world’s greatest inventor, Thomas A. Edison, and see his greatest inventions 

demonstrated including the phonograph, light bulb, and motion pictures. 
 

______OLD TIME MOVIE THEATER DEMONSTRATION 
In 1900, motion pictures were a new invention.  Experience what attending a movie was like in the days 

before “talking pictures”. 
 

______COWBOY DEMONSTRATION 
The cowboy is the most romantic hero in American history.  Learn about the importance of his articles of 

clothing and the tools of his trade firsthand. 
 

______BLACKSMITH DEMONSTRATION 
The village smithy was one of the most important men in town.  Without him, wagons stood still and horses 

went shoeless.  Students will see a working forge and learn how metals were formed for specific purposes. 
 

______MOUNTAIN MAN DEMONSTRATION 
These were the men who shunned civilization for a life alone in the wilderness.  They had to survive off the 

land and by their wits.  Attn Teachers  Animal pelts are part of this demonstration. 
 

______GOLD PANNING 
With the discovery of gold in California in 1848, the rush was on that brought thousands of people west.  

Students will try their hand at panning for gold pyrite and keep what they find. 
 

______FRONTIER LAW & ORDER 
As towns were settled and populations grew, the town Marshal was the man who kept the peace.  Students 

will meet the Marshal and learn about his life and job while “visiting” the jail. 

 

All above demonstrations will be given during the morning session.  The afternoon session which 

begins after lunch will include the Wild West Show and Free Time for students to enjoy the park’s 

other attractions.
